Moss, Ferns, spores, sperm, 
eggsÉ.  
 
 
Last monthÕs program was HOT!  
Literally!  Did you know you 
can light spores on fire?  You 
have to see it to believe it.  
And if you were there at last 
monthÕs program, youÕre a 
believer.   Thank you so much, 
Pat Resiert , for a very 
interesting program.   The 
short films were great.  If 
you missed learning that ferns 
and mosses donÕt need 
female/male plants to 
reproduce, hereÕs a recapÉ  
You know those bumps on the 
back of ferns?   TheyÕre spore 
cases.  When they dry up, they 
open and release spores to the 
ground.   When wet, these 
spores open and turn into 
heart shaped plants attaching 
to the ground.   Sperm are on 
one side of the plant and eggs 
are on the other side.  With 
more rain, both the sperm and 
egg cases open up.  The sperm 
are attracted to the chemical 
released by the egg, 
fertilizing the egg.  An 
embryo grows, eventually 
touching the soil to get 
nutrients, forming a root and 
a new fern plant grows.   And 
thatÕs a fernÕs cycle, 
reproducing on itÕs own!
